    Every 10th student entering in to IITs is from Hyderabad!

But still we don’t have an IIT in our State.Is it not surprising?

 First prime minister of our country Jawaharlal Nehru gave us an option to chose between an IIT or REC for A.P. Our people opted for REC. Thats all!. Since then IIT in AP became a dream.

 Right from the time when P.V.Narasimha Rao was the prime minister there was a pressure on State and Central Governaments from the parents and educationists, to establish an IIT in Hyderabad.Though,one new IIT is set up at Gowhati, and Roorkee is up graded to IIT , Hyderabad is neglected. This may be due to lack of co-ordination between the political parties ruling the State and the Country or due to the priorities given to other fields than the field of education.

 Though our former CM Chandrababunaidu acquired land at Basara for establishing an IIT,and took agreen signal from all political parties to have an IIT there,central govt. went on saying(here I want a word equalent to oorinchadam or mabhyapettadam) that it will consider the proposal but before considering that both the governaments are changed.

 The idea of starting an IIT in our State at Basara is excellent; but, the delay in sanctioning of it, by the centre is, I think due to the place(Basara) which we have chosen.To set up an IIT there one has to work from the scratch. It involves lot of financial and other commitments which I think the central govt.is afraid of taking. Experts are saying that if IIT is established at Basara, that place will be developed and there are some natural resources at Basara which we can utilize.

 But to what extent this logic is correct?. Should we open an IIT to develop a place or to provide better educational and research facilities to the students studying in it. More than the natural resources like forests and rivers, students need research and training facilities for the functioning of an institution like IIT, which are more at Hyderabad. There is no other place in our country like Hyderabad for that purpose. There are many industries and organisations like ECIL, BHEL, HMT, ICRISAT, HAL, IDPL, food industries and software companies in and around Hyderabad which will help the students to gain practical knowledge in every branch of engineering including the newly introduced Bio-Chemical engineering. Once the Govt. thinks there is no problem for the place. 

 Though there are IITs at Kharagpur and Gowhathi there is no considerable development in those places but on the other hand selected students are giving last preference to those IITs, because of the lack of amenities. If an IIT comes at Basara the situation may be more or less the same. Instead of having an IIT in our State to which students give last preference why not we have an IIT to which they give first preference?

  Hyderabad is well located geographically and politically in the world map and the number of ranks in IIT-JEE from here is increasing year by year from the last decade. So is it not the right time to acknowledge the hard work and the merit of the students of our State by establishing  an IIT here at Hyderabad?.The State and Central Governments should definitely put focus on this issue.
